AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WINONA, MISSISSIPPI ADOPTING

PROPER RULES AND REGULATONS AS TO THE BURING OF YARD WASTE IN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF WINONA, MONTGOMERY COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI AND REPEALING ALL PRIOR ORINANCES RELATING THERETO.



WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Alderman of the City of Winona, Montgomery County, Mississippi desire to effectuate an orderly and safe manner of the burning yard waste within the city limits of the City of Winona, Mississippi, and relative thereto; and



WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen and Mayor of the City of Winona, Montgomery County, Mississippi, after due investigation desires to adopt rules and regulations in connection with the burning of yard waste within the city limit as authorized by law so as to promote the public health and safety of the citizens of the City of Winona, Mississippi.



NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN AND MAYOR OF THE CITY OF WINONA, MISSISSIPPI, AS FOLLOWS:



Section 1.  That the matters and facts found and adjudged in the preamble to this Ordinance be, and the same are hereby adopted herein.



Section 2.  That any person desiring to engage in the burning of yard waste within the city limits of the City of Winona, Mississippi, shall not burn any materials other than yard waste such as leaves, sticks, mulch, grass, etc. within the city limits;




Section 3.  That any person desiring to engage in the burning of yard waste within the city limits of the City of Winona, Mississippi shall not engage in any burning prohibited by the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality other State law;



Section 4.  That any person desiring to engage in the burning of yard waste

within the city limits of the City of Winona, Mississippi shall not burn anything

within 20 feet of a roadway and 20 feet of an adjacent property line;



Section 5.  That any person desiring to engage in the burning of yard waste within the city limits of the City of Winona, Mississippi shall not burn yard waste at any time that conditions are not suitable such as winds above 10 miles per hour or where there has been no appreciable rainfall within 72 hours.  Any person engaged in the burning of yard waste shall immediately cease and desist if any neighbor whose dwelling is within 50 yards of burning so requests;



Section 6.  All fires must be put out by sunset, with no fires to burn overnight.  All fires must be attended by an adult at all times with a charged water hose able to reach all sides of the fire;



Section 7.  Any person who conducts burning as described hereinabove shall be liable for any damages caused by their negligence in burning.



Section 8.  Any violation of this ordinance shall be punished as a misdemeanor by a fine not to exceed $250.00 (two-hundred and fifty Dollars). 



The above and foregoing Ordinance, having been first reduced to writing, was read and considered section by section, then as whole; the motion to adopt the foregoing Ordinance being made by Alderman Charles Shelton, who was seconded by Alderman Milton Whatley, the vote section by section and a whole being as follows:
